Summary 
 
NI-700 is a non-coherent packetized backplane interconnect. 
 
At the end of this course, delegates will be able to: 

• Understand the purpose of the NI-700 interconnect 
• Understand the configuration options and some of the trade-offs between them. 
• Integrate the NI-700 within their system 
• Configure the NI-700 using the Socrates tooling
